KYOTO GARDEN

Set within Holland Park, this Japanese-style garden
was gifted by the city of Kyotoin 1991 and remains
a peaceful retreat of waterfalls, koi ponds and
spring blossoms. Just a short walk from the hotel,

it offers a moment of calm and quiet beauty in the
heart of the city.

ROYAL ALBERT HALL

In spring, soft pink cherry blossoms surround this
iconic concert hall, set against its grand red-brick
facade. Opened by Queen Victoriain 1871, the
Royal Albert Hall offers a memorable setting for
a leisurely stroll and photographs beneath the
blooms, with a rich programme of concerts and
performances to enjoy year-round.

STANLEY CRESCENT

This elegant street comes alive with pastel pink
blossoms lining its curved terrace. Surrounded by
classic Victorian townhouses, it is a quintessential
Notting Hill scene in spring.
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GREENWICH PARK

Renowned for its spectacular cherry blossom
tunnel, Greenwich Park is one of London’s most
iconic spring displays. As London’s oldest Royal
Park and home to the Prime Meridian, its sweeping
avenue of blooms creates a truly memorable
seasonal walk.

KEW GARDENS

Behind the Palm House lies the celebrated Cherry
Walk, where rows of cherry trees burst into

colour each spring. Set in southwest London and
recognised as a UNESCO World Heritage Site, Kew
Gardens offers a serene and immersive blossom
experience within one of the city’s most beautiful
botanical landscapes.

REGENT’S PARK

Cherry trees are scattered throughout the park,
with especially lovely displays near Avenue Gardens
and the Inner Circle. Designed in the early 19th
century by John Nash for the Prince Regent, later
King George IV, the park was conceived as part of

a grand vision for Regency London, its sweeping
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avenues and formal layout lending a sense of
history to every springtime stroll.

ST JAMES'’S PARK

Delicate cherry blossoms soften the park’s
ceremonial setting, set among sweeping lawns

and tree-lined avenues. With views towards
Buckingham Palace and the London Eye, St James’s
Park offers a springtime scene shaped by royal
history and grand processional vistas.

RAVENSCOURT PARK

A quieter west London park, Ravenscourt Park is
known for its graceful cherry trees in full bloom and
its village-like atmosphere. Once the grounds of

a historic manor, it offers a relaxed and unhurried
setting for blossom viewing away from the crowds.

ST PAUL'S CATHEDRAL

Cherry trees frame the magnificent cathedral,
adding a gentle softness to Sir Christopher Wren's
iconic Baroque masterpiece. A striking contrast
between spring blossom and one of London’s most
celebrated architectural landmarks.
